1. Remove and disconnect the original head unit.

2. Connect the 12 way molex connector of the head unit patch lead
(supplied separately) to the inferface.

3. Connect the opposite end of head unit patch lead to the head unit steering
wheel confrol input on the back of the aftermarket head unit. This may be a
3.5mm jack plug or a wire input depending upon the head unit brand being
fitted.

6. Connect the male connector from
the Amp Pass Through Lead (d) to the
remaining female ISO connector from
the CTSVW020.2 (e)

7. Connect the female vehicle specific connector to the male vehicle
connector. Test head unit for correct operation.
